SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Digital Equity Act of 4

2019’’. 5

SEC. 2. DEFINITIONS. 6

In this Act: 7

(1) ADOPTION OF BROADBAND.—The term 8

‘‘adoption of broadband’’ means the process by 9
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which an individual obtains daily access to the inter-1

net— 2

(A) at a speed, quality, and capacity— 3

(i) that is necessary for the individual 4

to accomplish common tasks; and 5

(ii) such that the access qualifies as 6

an advanced telecommunications capability; 7

(B) with the digital skills that are nec-8

essary for the individual to participate online; 9

and 10

(C) on a— 11

(i) personal device; and 12

(ii) secure and convenient network. 13

(2) ADVANCED TELECOMMUNICATIONS CAPA-14

BILITY.—The term ‘‘advanced telecommunications 15

capability’’ has the meaning given the term in sec-16

tion 706(d) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 17

(47 U.S.C. 1302(d)). 18

(3) AGING INDIVIDUAL.—The term ‘‘aging indi-19

vidual’’ has the meaning given the term ‘‘older indi-20

vidual’’ in section 102 of the Older Americans Act 21

of 1965 (42 U.S.C. 3002). 22

(4) APPROPRIATE COMMITTEES OF CON-23

GRESS.—The term ‘‘appropriate committees of Con-24

gress’’ means— 25
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(A) the Committee on Appropriations of 1

the Senate; 2

(B) the Committee on Commerce, Science, 3

and Transportation of the Senate; 4

(C) the Committee on Appropriations of 5

the House of Representatives; and 6

(D) the Committee on Energy and Com-7

merce of the House of Representatives. 8

(5) ASSISTANT SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Assist-9

ant Secretary’’ means the Assistant Secretary of 10

Commerce for Communications and Information. 11

(6) COMMUNITY ANCHOR INSTITUTION.—The 12

term ‘‘community anchor institution’’ means a pub-13

lic school, a library, a medical or healthcare pro-14

vider, a community college or other institution of 15

higher education, a State library agency, and any 16

other nonprofit or governmental community support 17

organization. 18

(7) COVERED HOUSEHOLD.—The term ‘‘covered 19

household’’ means a household, the taxable income 20

of which for the most recently completed taxable 21

year is not more than 150 percent of an amount 22

equal to the poverty level, as determined by using 23

criteria of poverty established by the Bureau of the 24

Census. 25
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(8) COVERED POPULATIONS.—The term ‘‘cov-1

ered populations’’ means— 2

(A) individuals who live in covered house-3

holds; 4

(B) aging individuals; 5

(C) incarcerated individuals, other than in-6

dividuals who are incarcerated in a Federal cor-7

rectional facility; 8

(D) veterans; 9

(E) individuals with disabilities; 10

(F) individuals with a language barrier, in-11

cluding individuals who— 12

(i) are English learners; and 13

(ii) have low levels of literacy; 14

(G) individuals who are members of a ra-15

cial or ethnic minority group; and 16

(H) individuals who primarily reside in a 17

rural area. 18

(9) COVERED PROGRAMS.—The term ‘‘covered 19

programs’’ means the State Digital Equity Capacity 20

Grant Program established under section 4 and the 21

Digital Equity Competitive Grant Program estab-22

lished under section 5. 23

(10) DIGITAL EQUITY.—The term ‘‘digital eq-24

uity’’ means the condition in which individuals and 25

(12) DIGITAL LITERACY.—The term ‘‘digital lit-4

eracy’’ means the skills associated with using tech-5

nology to enable users to find, evaluate, organize, 6

create, and communicate information. 7

(13) DISABILITY.—The term ‘‘disability’’ has 8

the meaning given the term in section 3 of the 9

Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 10

12102). 11

(14) ELIGIBLE STATE.—The term ‘‘eligible 12

State’’ means— 13

(A) with respect to planning grants made 14

available under section 4(c)(3), a State with re-15

spect to which the Assistant Secretary has ap-16

proved an application submitted to the Assist-17

ant Secretary under section 4(c)(3)(C); and 18

(B) with respect to capacity grants award-19

ed under section 4(d), a State with respect to 20

which the Assistant Secretary has approved an 21

application submitted to the Assistant Secretary 22

under section 4(d)(2), including approval of the 23

State Digital Equity Plan developed by the 24

State under section 4(c). 25
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(15) GENDER IDENTITY.—The term ‘‘gender 1

identity’’ has the meaning given the term in section 2

249(c) of title 18, United States Code.

SEC. 3. SENSE OF CONGRESS. 23

It is the sense of Congress that— 24
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(1) a broadband connection and digital literacy 1

are increasingly critical to how individuals— 2

(A) participate in the society, economy, 3

and civic institutions of the United States; and 4

(B) access health care and essential serv-5

ices, obtain education, and build careers; 6

(2) digital exclusion— 7

(A) carries a high societal and economic 8

cost; 9

(B) materially harms the opportunity of an 10

individual with respect to the economic success, 11

educational achievement, positive health out-12

comes, social inclusion, and civic engagement of 13

that individual; and 14

(C) exacerbates existing wealth and income 15

gaps, especially those experienced by covered 16

populations; 17

(3) achieving digital equity for all people of the 18

United States requires additional and sustained in-19

vestment and research efforts; 20

(4) the Federal Government, as well as State, 21

tribal, territorial, and local governments, have made 22

social, legal, and economic obligations that nec-23

essarily extend to how the citizens and residents of 24

those governments access and use the internet; and 25
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(5) achieving digital equity is a matter of social 1

and economic justice and is worth pursuing. 2

SEC. 4. STATE DIGITAL EQUITY CAPACITY GRANT PRO-3

GRAM. 4

(a) ESTABLISHMENT; PURPOSE.— 5

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Assistant Secretary 6

shall establish in the Department of Commerce the 7

State Digital Equity Capacity Grant Program (re-8

ferred to in this section as the ‘‘Program’’)— 9

(A) the purpose of which is to promote the 10

achievement of digital equity, support digital in-11

clusion activities, and build capacity for efforts 12

by States relating to the adoption of broadband 13

by residents of those States; 14

(B) through which the Assistant Secretary 15

shall make grants to States in accordance with 16

the requirements of this section; and 17

(C) which shall ensure that States have the 18

capacity to promote the achievement of digital 19

equity and support digital inclusion activities.

(iii) the Secretary of Education; 4

(iv) the Secretary of Labor; 5

(v) the Secretary of Health and 6

Human Services; 7

(vi) the Secretary of Veterans Affairs; 8

(vii) the Secretary of the Interior; 9

(viii) the Federal Communications 10

Commission; 11

(ix) the Federal Trade Commission; 12

(x) the Director of the Institute of 13

Museum and Library Services; 14

(xi) the Administrator of the Small 15

Business Administration; 16

(xii) the Federal Co-Chair of the Ap-17

palachian Regional Commission; and 18

(xiii) the head of any other agency 19

that the Assistant Secretary determines to 20

be appropriate; and 21

(B) ensure that the Program complements 22

and enhances, and does not conflict with, other 23

Federal broadband initiatives and programs. 24

year award grants to eligible States to support— 12

(A) the implementation of the State Dig-13

ital Equity Plans of those States; and 14

(B) digital inclusion activities in those 15

(2) APPLICATION.—A State that wishes to be 17

awarded a grant under this subsection shall, not 18

sistant Secretary shall ensure that any eligible 10

State to which a grant is awarded under this 11

subsection may appeal or otherwise challenge in 12

a timely fashion the amount of the grant 13

awarded to the State, as determined under sub-14

paragraph (A). 15

(D) USE OF FUNDS.—The administering 16

entity for an eligible State to which a grant is 17

awarded under this subsection shall use the 18

grant amounts for the following purposes: 19

(i)(I) Subject to subclause (II), to up-20

date or maintain the State Digital Equity 21

Plan of the State. 22

(II) An administering entity for an el-23

from non-Federal sources funds that are 18

necessary to meet the requirements of sub-19

(E) discloses to the Assistant Secretary the 21

source and amount of other Federal, State, or 22

outside funding sources from which the entity 23

receives, or has applied for, funding for activi-24
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ties or projects to which the application relates; 1

and 2

(F) provides— 3

(i) the assurances that are required 4

under subsection (f); and 5

(ii) an assurance that the entity shall 6

follow such additional procedures as the 7

(d) AWARD OF GRANTS.— 11

(I) in a manner specified by the 7

(C) ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS.—An entity to 16

which the Assistant Secretary awards a grant 17

under the Program may use not more than 10 18

percent of the amount of the grant for adminis-19

trative costs in carrying out any of the activities 20

described in subparagraph (A).

(ii) a list of each grant awarded under 10

each covered program, which shall in-11

clude— 12

(I) the amount of each such 13

grant; 14

(II) the recipient of each such 15

grant; and 16

(III) the purpose for which each 17

such grant was awarded; 18

(iii) any deobligation, termination, or 19

modification of a grant awarded under the 20

covered programs, which shall include a 21

description of the subsequent usage of any 22

funds to which such an action applies; and 23

(iv) each challenge made by an appli-24

cant for, or a recipient of, a grant under 25
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the covered programs and the outcome of 1

each such challenge; and 2

(B) conduct evaluations of the activities 3

carried out under the covered programs, which 4

shall include an evaluation of— 5

(i) whether eligible States to which 6

grants are awarded under the program es-7

tablished under section 4 are— 8

(I) abiding by the assurances 9

made by those States under sub-10

section (e) of that section; 11

(II) meeting, or have met, the 12

stated goals of the Digital Equity 13

Plans developed by the States under 14

subsection (c) of that section; 15

(III) satisfying the requirements 16

imposed by the Assistant Secretary on 17

those States under subsection (g) of 18

that section; and 19

(IV) in compliance with any 20

other rules, requirements, or regula-21

tions promulgated by the Assistant 22

Secretary in implementing that pro-23

gram; and 24
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(ii) whether entities to which grants 1

are awarded under the program established 2

under section 5 are— 3

(I) abiding by the assurances 4

made by those entities under sub-5

section (f) of that section; 6

(II) meeting, or have met, the 7

stated goals of those entities with re-8

spect to the use of the grant amounts; 9

(III) satisfying the requirements 10

imposed by the Assistant Secretary on 11

those States under subsection (h) of 12

that section; and 13

(IV) in compliance with any 14

other rules, requirements, or regula-15

tions promulgated by the Assistant 16

Secretary in implementing that pro-17

gram. 18

(2) PUBLIC AVAILABILITY.—The Assistant Sec-19

retary shall make each report submitted under para-20

graph (1)(A) publicly available in an online format 21

that— 22

(A) facilitates access and ease of use; 23

(B) is searchable; and 24

(C) is accessible— 25
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(i) to individuals with disabilities; and 1

(ii) in languages other than English. 2

(b) AUTHORITY TO CONTRACT AND ENTER INTO 3

OTHER ARRANGEMENTS.—The Assistant Secretary may 4

award grants and enter into contracts, cooperative agree-5

ments, and other arrangements with Federal agencies, 6

public and private organizations, and other entities with 7

expertise that the Assistant Secretary determines appro-8

priate in order to— 9

(1) evaluate the impact and efficacy of activities 10

supported by grants awarded under the covered pro-11

grams; and 12

(2) develop, catalog, disseminate, and promote 13

the exchange of best practices, both with respect to 14

and independent of the covered programs, in order 15

to achieve digital equity. 16

(c) CONSULTATION AND PUBLIC ENGAGEMENT.—In 17

carrying out subsection (a), and to further the objectives 18

described in paragraphs (1) and (2) of subsection (b), the 19

Assistant Secretary shall conduct ongoing collaboration 20

and consult with— 21

(1) the Secretary of Agriculture; 22

(2) the Secretary of Housing and Urban Devel-23

opment; 24

(3) the Secretary of Education; 25
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(4) the Secretary of Labor; 1

(5) the Secretary of Health and Human Serv-2

ices; 3

(6) the Secretary of Veterans Affairs; 4

(7) the Secretary of the Interior; 5

(8) the Federal Communications Commission; 6

(9) the Federal Trade Commission; 7

(10) the Director of the Institute of Museum 8

and Library Services; 9

(11) the Administrator of the Small Business 10

Administration; 11

(12) the Federal Co-Chair of the Appalachian 12

Regional Commission; 13

(13) State agencies and governors of States (or 14

equivalent officials); 15

(14) entities serving as administering entities 16

for States under section 4(b); 17

(15) national, State, tribal, and local organiza-18

tions that provide digital inclusion, digital equity, or 19

digital literacy services; 20

(16) researchers, academics, and philanthropic 21

organizations; and 22

(17) other agencies, organizations (including 23

international organizations), entities (including enti-24

ties with expertise in the fields of data collection, 25
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analysis and modeling, and evaluation), and commu-1

nity stakeholders, as determined appropriate by the 2

Assistant Secretary. 3

(d) TECHNICAL SUPPORT AND ASSISTANCE.—The 4

Assistant Secretary shall provide technical support and as-5

sistance, assistance to entities to prepare the applications 6

of those entities with respect to grants awarded under the 7

covered programs, and other resources, to the extent prac-8

ticable, to ensure consistency in data reporting and to 9

meet the objectives of this section. 10

(e) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There 11

are authorized to be appropriated such sums as may be 12

necessary to carry out this section, which shall remain 13

available until expended. 14

SEC. 7. GENERAL PROVISIONS. 15

(a) NONDISCRIMINATION.— 16

(1) IN GENERAL.—No individual in the United 17

States may, on the basis of actual or perceived race, 18

color, religion, national origin, sex, gender identity, 19

sexual orientation, age, or disability, be excluded 20

from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or 21

be subjected to discrimination under any program or 22

activity that is funded in whole or in part with funds 23

made available under this Act. 24
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(2) ENFORCEMENT.—The Assistant Secretary 1

shall effectuate paragraph (1) with respect to any 2

program or activity described in that paragraph by 3

issuing regulations and taking actions consistent 4

with section 602 of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 5

U.S.C. 2000d–1). 6

(3) JUDICIAL REVIEW.—Judicial review of an 7

action taken by the Assistant Secretary under para-8

graph (2) shall be available to the extent provided in 9

section 603 of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 10

U.S.C. 2000d–2). 11

(b) TECHNOLOGICAL NEUTRALITY.—The Assistant 12

Secretary shall, to the extent practicable, carry out this 13

Act in a technologically neutral manner. 14

(c) AUDIT AND OVERSIGHT.—Beginning in the first 15

fiscal year in which amounts are made available to carry 16

out an activity authorized under this Act, and in each of 17

the 4 fiscal years thereafter, there is authorized to be ap-18

propriated to the Office of Inspector General for the De-19

partment of Commerce $1,000,000 for audits and over-20

sight of funds made available to carry out this Act, which 21

shall remain available until expended. 22
