Office of Hawaiian Affairs begins fiscal year with new budget
HONOLULU (July 1, 2025) – The Office of Hawaiian Affairs’ (OHA) biennium budget for fiscal years 2026 and 2027 takes effect today, marking a major milestone in the agency’s commitment to strengthening programs and services for Native Hawaiian communities, while also investing in its workforce.
The newly approved two-year spending plan totals just over $136 million and reflects many months of thoughtful deliberation between the OHA Board of Trustees and the Administration.
“This budget reflects our deep commitment to both our beneficiaries and our employees,” said OHA Board Chair Kaialiʻi Kahele. “Trustees rolled up their sleeves and engaged the details like never before — offering and approving amendments live at the table, line by line, in full public view. What emerged wasn’t just a budget, but a clear, transparent expression of shared priorities for our lāhui.”
A supermajority of OHA Trustees approved the budget on Monday, following extensive discussions to align spending with the OHA Strategic Plan. From the start, Trustees and the Administration agreed on roughly 80% of the budget — excluding increases to travel and personnel costs, which include unanimous, Board-approved salary adjustments for staff earning under $100,000, as well as executive releveling proposed by the Administrator. Deliberations centered on building consensus around the remaining 20% — discretionary funds for programs directly supporting OHA’s mission.
“Our Board and our Administration worked together to move forward with unity,” said OHA Chief Executive Officer Stacy Ferreira. “Our budget reflects our shared commitment to uplifting Native Hawaiian communities and staying grounded in our kuleana.”
Key budget highlights include:
· OHA’s largest-ever investment in Hawaiian Focused Charter Schools;
· Expanded beneficiary services staff to meet growing needs;
· Strong support for Native Hawaiian–led and -focused programs, such as Ka Haka ʻUla o Keʻelikōlani and the University of Hawaiʻi Native Hawaiian Health program, facing federal funding cuts.
· Pay equity adjustments and increases for employees, many of whom have gone years without wage growth;
· Introduction of 12 weeks paid family leave, setting a new standard among state agencies.
“OHA aims to be an employer of choice,” Chair Kahele added. “We can only provide an excellent level of service to our beneficiaries if we also provide our employees with the support and recognition they deserve.”
Ferreira emphasized, “To fulfill the bold goals we’ve set in education, health, economic resilience, and housing, we need both strong programs and strong people. This budget ensures we have both.”
The new biennium budget represents more than a financial plan—it is a declaration of values, shaped by dialogue, unity, and a shared vision for a thriving lāhui.

The 1996 amendments of the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA) provide a framework for states and water systems to work together to protect public health. By law, every state has a Capacity Development Program to assist public water systems in building technical, managerial, and financial (TMF) capabilities (sometimes referred to as “capacity”). Additionally, provisions of the SDWA Section 1452(a)(3) have a requirement for PWSs to demonstrate TMF capability in order to receive loan assistance from the Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF). Without TMF capabilities, States are not permitted to provide PWSs with loan assistance unless the system has agreed to make the necessary changes in operation to ensure that it has the TMF capabilities to comply over the long term.

Aside from enhancing eligibility for DWSRF funding, ensuring TMF capabilities of PWSs is essential to ensuring PWSs reliably deliver safe drinking water and protect public health. Strong TMF capabilities are necessary for systems to maintain or attain compliance with the SDWA National Primary Drinking Water Regulations (NPDWR) and state regulations.  

The grant program also assists small publicly-owned wastewater systems and onsite/decentralized wastewater systems to improve operational performance and sustainable operations over the long term, improving public health and water quality. Additionally, the grant program provides technical assistance to private well owners to protect their drinking water supply and improve water quality. 
Eligible applicants are nonprofit organizations, public institutions of higher education (IHEs), and nonprofit private universities and colleges. Selected applicants are expected to provide direct technical assistance and training to assist small drinking water systems, small publicly-owned wastewater systems and onsite/decentralized wastewater systems, and private well owners.

By offering counseling and education to improve individuals" optimal health outcomes, Title X promotes the level of health literacy necessary to support informed consent across the reproductive lifespan. For example, endometriosis often goes undiagnosed for years because symptoms such as severe menstrual pain or irregular bleeding are frequently normalized or minimized. Body literacy counseling helps patients recognize that these experiences are not "normal" features of womanhood, but potential indicators of an underlying condition, prompting earlier discussion with providers, timely diagnosis, appropriate treatment, and improved long-term reproductive and overall health outcomes. Likewise, foundational knowledge of reproductive physiology enables patients and couples to recognize early signs of dysfunction, seek timely evaluation, and participate meaningfully in care decisions. Persistent gaps in reproductive knowledge highlight the need for such education. For example, a survey conducted for OPA in 2020 found that only 50% of women and 38% of men know that a woman’s ovaries do not keep producing new eggs until menopause (https://opa.hhs.gov/sites/default/files/2021-01/fertility-knowledge-survey-findings-exec-summary-2020.pdf). By supporting body literacy education alongside evidence-based evaluation and treatment of chronic disease, Title X services can help patients move beyond symptom-focused care toward informed, preventive, and restorative approaches to reproductive health. These efforts align with HHS"s focus on addressing the root causes of chronic illnesses by targeting conditions that affect reproductive health and fertility. By promoting strategies that support education and counseling on reproductive health goals, reduce chronic disease, and assist individuals seeking to achieve healthy pregnancies, the Title X Program strengthens American families, individuals, and communities. • Strong, evidence-based support for your proposed intervention(s) and 
proof of your own successful history of implementation of the 
intervention and cost savings. 
• Ability to recruit large numbers of participants with a clear randomization 
plan and advanced data management capabilities. 

Given the model’s minimum beneficiary targets and extensive data management requirements, applicants who do not directly provide clinical care are strongly encouraged to form partnerships with care entities or organizations that deliver clinical care. This collaboration helps ensure you can meet the full operational requirements of the program.

Disaster Recovery DWGs provide funding to create temporary employment opportunities to assist with clean-up and recovery efforts when an area impacted by an emergency or major disaster is declared eligible for public assistance by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), or is declared, or otherwise recognized, as an emergency or disaster of national significance by a Federal agency with authority or jurisdiction over Federal response to the disaster or emergency.

Employment Recovery DWGs temporarily expand capacity to serve dislocated workers and to meet the increased demand for employment and training services following a qualifying event. Qualifying events include major economic dislocations, such as plant closures, mass layoffs, or higher-than-average demand for employment and training activities for dislocated members of the Armed Forces and their spouses. Under 20 CFR 687.110(a)(5), the Secretary of Labor may determine other major dislocations eligible for Employment Recovery DWGs.

Eligible Projects: The Department is authorized to award grants under 49 U.S.C. § 41743(d) to communities that seek to provide assistance to:• A U.S. air carrier to subsidize service to and from an underserved airport for a period not to exceed 3 years;• An underserved airport, or an airport where air service has been terminated or substantially reduced, to obtain service to and from the underserved airport; and/or• An underserved airport to implement such other measures as the Secretary, in consultation with such airport, considers appropriate to improve air service both in terms of the cost of such service to consumers and the availability of such service, including improving air service through marketing and promotion of air service and enhanced utilization of airport facilities. Eligibility Limitations: Hub Size: In order to satisfy the hub-size requirement set forth in 49 U.S.C. § 41743(c)(1)(A), the airport serving the community or consortium may not be larger than a small-hub airport, as determined using the FAA’s most recently published classification effective on the Department’s set application deadline (due date). Same Project Limitation: Under 49 U.S.C. § 41743(c)(4)(B), as amended by FAA 2024, a community or consortium may not receive a new grant to support the same project more than once in a five-year period from the date of execution of the previous/original grant. In assessing whether a previous recipient’s current application represents a new project, the Department will compare the goals and objectives of the previous grant, including the key components of the means by which those goals and objectives were to be achieved, to the current application. For example, if a community received an earlier grant to support a revenue guarantee for service to a particular destination or direction, a new application by that community for another revenue guarantee for service to the same destination or in the same direction would be subject to the five-year restriction, even if the revenue guarantee were structured differently or the type of carrier were different. However, a new application by such a previous recipient for service to a new destination or direction using a revenue guarantee, or for general marketing and promotion (including advertising and public relations) of the airport and the various services it offers, would be eligible. The Department recognizes that not all revenue guarantees, marketing agreements, studies, or other activities are of the same nature, and that if a subsequent application incorporates different goals or significantly different components, it may be sufficiently different to constitute a new project under 49 U.S.C. § 41743(c). Under 49 U.S.C. § 41743(e)(1), as amended by FAA 2018, the final scope of a project can be limited to only the elements that used funding or to only elements achieved, minimizing future project limitations on any idle components of the original scope. Beginning with FAA 2018, Congress authorized limited waivers of the Same Project Limitation. Under Section 41743(c)(4)(C), as amended by FAA 2024, the Secretary may waive the Five-Year Same Project Limitation, and thus make additional grants to a community or consortium of communities to participate in support of the same project within a five-year period, if the Secretary determines that communities “spent little or no money on [their] previous project or encountered industry or environmental challenges , due to circumstances that were reasonable beyond [their]control….” The Department will consider such waivers as part of complete and timely applications submitted in response to this Order. Communities seeking a waiver are asked to include in their application a discussion of the facts and circumstances that the Secretary should consider in applying the statutory test to their request, e.g., a full history of the previous grant and a documented and well-supported description of any applicable challenges encountered in the communities. Concurrent Grant Limitation: A community or consortium may have only one SCASDP grant at any time. If a community or consortium applies for a subsequent SCASDP grant when its current grant has not yet expired, that community/consortium must notify the Department of its intent to terminate the current SCASDP grant, and if the community/consortium is selected for a new grant, such termination must take place prior to entering into the new grant agreement. B.       FEDERAL AWARD INFORMATION

No more than four communities or consortia of communities, or a combination thereof, from the same State may be selected to participate in the program in any fiscal year. No more than 40 communities or consortia of communities, or a combination thereof, may be selected to participate in the program in each year for which the funds are appropriated. Applications for renewal or supplementation of existing projects are not eligible to compete.

Pursuant to the authorities described above, the Department will make up to $12 million available for FY 2024 grant awards to carry out this program. There is no minimum or maximum individual award amount, and the amounts awarded will vary depending upon the features and merits of the selected applications. In past years, the Department’s individual grant sizes have ranged from $20,000 to nearly $1.6 million. Funding amounts made available for reimbursement may be impacted by future limitations placed on the spending authority and appropriations enacted for the Department. The Department may, at its discretion, issue partial funding awards up to the level authorized and provided that the above conditions are met. Finally, as more fully discussed in Section F.1.a, the Department intends to award FY 2024 grants for durations of three years to complete studies, four years for marketing and promotion (including advertising and public relations) of the airport, community, carrier, or destination, and five years for projects that target a revenue guarantee, subsidy, or other financial incentives.

In 2025, VA grant funded cemeteries interred 43,705 Veterans and eligible family members, which was more than 25% of the total annual interments in all national, state, territory, and tribal cemeteries (174,398). In 2025, VCGP established two new state cemeteries, the New York State Veterans Cemetery - Finger Lakes in New York and the Nebraska Veterans Cemetery at Grand Island in Nebraska, bringing the total to 124 VCGP funded Veterans cemeteries. These two cemeteries will provide burial options to an additional 24,907 unserved Veterans and their eligible family members. Additionally, VCGP’s 125th grant-funded state Veterans’ cemetery in Lubbock, Texas is planned to open in March 2026.  Once completed, this cemetery will provide access to 19,923 Veterans that were previously unserved. 
 
This listing solicits FY 2026 pre-applications for the development of grant funded projects included in VCGP’s FY 2027 priority list.

· The US Department of Veteran Affairs (US-DVA) provides up to 100 percent of the development cost for an approved project.
· US-DVA can only provide operating equipment for the establishment of new cemeteries.
· US-DVA cannot pay for land acquisition. 
· Cemeteries funded under the grant program must conform to the standards and guidelines pertaining to site selection, planning and construction prescribed by US-DVA. 

Cemeteries must comply with Build America, Buy America Act (BABAA) requirements in Title IX, Sections 70901 – 70952, Public Law, 117-58 that ensure all iron, steel, manufactured products, and construction materials are produced in the United States. Cemeteries must certify that they will use grant funds for projects that meet BABAA domestic content procurement preferences. All iron, steel, and construction materials used in VA-funded projects must be produced or manufactured in the U.S., and all manufactured products used in the project must be produced in the U.S. (cost of the components of the U.S. manufactured product must be greater than 65% of the total cost of all components). 

Cemeteries must be operated solely for the interment of Veterans (as defined in 38 CFR 39.2), and their eligible family members (see 38 CFR 39.10). Additionally, because of a recent change in the law, a grantee cemetery may also inter the individuals defined in 38 U.S.C. 2408(i)(2), who are ineligible for burial in a US-DVA National Cemetery. Resources
Providing resources is among the key ways that the Office of Hawai’ian Affairs fulfills its purpose.
The best possible Native Hawai’ian historical and cultural information has been just a click away since the launch in April 2013 of the Kipuka Database. It is a searchable online geographic information system that makes data that once would have taken long to compile, now available within seconds. The database helps complement our other key research tools, such as the Native Hawai’ian Data Book and the Papakilo Database, which is a digital library for Native Hawai’ian historical and cultural information.

Last year more than 2,700 Americans of all ages and backgrounds united to meet local needs, strengthen communities, and expand opportunity through national service in Hawaii. AmeriCorps invested more than $7.7 million in federal funding to support cost-effective community solutions, working hand in hand with local partners to empower individuals to help communities tackle their toughest challenges.
AmeriCorps members and AmeriCorps Seniors volunteers are preparing today’s students for tomorrow’s jobs, connecting veterans to services, fighting the opioid epidemic, helping older adults age with dignity, rebuilding communities after disasters, and improving the physical and mental well-being of Americans nationwide.
AmeriCorps members and AmeriCorps Seniors volunteers served at more than 200 locations across Hawaii, including schools, food banks, homeless shelters, health clinics, youth centers, veterans facilities, and other nonprofit and faith-based organizations. Through a unique public-private partnership, AmeriCorps and its partners generated more than $1.7 million in outside resources from businesses, foundations, public agencies, and other sources in Hawaii last year. This local support strengthened community impact and increased the return on taxpayer dollars.
Our Programs and Initiatives
AmeriCorps State and National awards grants to organizations to engage individuals in sustained service to address local, regional, and national challenges. Thousands of opportunities exist in locations across the country to serve with nonprofits, schools, public agencies, tribes, and community and faith-based groups. Most AmeriCorps grant funding goes to Hawai'i Commission for National and Community Service, the Governor-appointed State Service Commission, which in turn awards grants to organizations to respond to local needs.
AmeriCorps VISTA places individuals with nonprofit organizations, public agencies, and tribal governments to expand reach and deepen impact in making sustainable change that alleviates the impact of poverty. Through fundraising, volunteer recruitment, program development, and more, AmeriCorps members gain experience and leadership skills that put them on track for a life of service in the public, private, or nonprofit sector.
AmeriCorps NCCC is a full-time service program that covers all costs of program participation, to include lodging and travel expenses, allowing young adults to serve on a team and make an impact in communities across the country while gaining valuable leadership skills. AmeriCorps NCCC FEMA Corps serves communities, in coordination with FEMA, through disaster preparedness, response, and recovery.
AmeriCorps Seniors Foster Grandparent Program provides grants to organizations to engage low-income Americans aged 55 and older in providing one-on-one mentoring and academic support to children with special or exceptional needs. In 2023, Foster Grandparents in Hawaii served more than 430 young people with special needs.
AmeriCorps Seniors Senior Companion Program provides grants to organizations to engage low-income Americans aged 55 and older in providing supportive, individualized services to help homebound seniors and other adults maintain their dignity and independence. In 2023, Seniors Companions in Hawaii provided independent living support to more than 20 individuals.
AmeriCorps Seniors RSVP provides grants to organizations to engage Americans aged 55 and older in tutoring and mentoring youth, responding to natural disasters, supporting veterans and their families, and meeting other critical needs.
Volunteer Generation Fund supports voluntary organizations and state service commissions in boosting the impact of volunteers in addressing critical community needs.
MLK Day of Service observed each year on the third Monday in January, Martin Luther King Jr. Day is a federal holiday designated as a National Day of Service to encourage all Americans to volunteer to honor the life and legacy of Dr. King and improve their communities.

It has also been reported that Trump administration officials are recommending the elimination of the scientific research division at the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration. While this is subject to Congressional approval or modification, the following are what is under consideration.  The budget allocation for NOAA is of just over $170 million, down from about $485 million in 2024.

Programs that retained funding, including research into tornado warnings and ocean acidification, would be relocated to the National Weather Service and National Ocean Service offices. 

According to the New York Times on April 11, 2025, “NOAA, which takes up more than half of the Commerce Department budget, would receive just over $4.4 billion, a reduction of $1.6 billion from 2025. 
That includes reducing the budget for the National Marine Fisheries Service by one-third. The office would be split from NOAA and moved to the Interior Department’s U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service. Grants that fund species recovery and habitat conservation would be eliminated.
Funding for National Ocean Service, a branch of NOAA, would be cut in half. Programs like the National Centers for Coastal Ocean Science, an office within the ocean service that studies corals, pollution, and the effect of climate change and sea-level rise on coastal communities, would not be funded.”

The NOAA programs operating in Hawaii are currently appearing on the NOAA website follows. There is tremendous upheaval at NOAA so the following list of programs designated as “Open” in Hawaii for the Sea Grant Program must be seen as highly unlikely.  The Agency is in tremendous flux.

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Of Hawaii’s current $2.18 billion dollar education budget, $239 million or 11 percent of that funding is from the federal government. Most of those funds are allocated to Title 1 schools, special needs programs  and school nutrition. 
The U.S. DOE provides Hawaiʻi nearly $52 million a year in Title 1 funding, helping more than 96,000 of our most vulnerable students with vital funding to hire teachers and support staff. Losing federal dollars would further exacerbate the educator shortages plaguing Hawaiʻi public schools, causing students’ class sizes to balloon.
The federal education department also supports almost 20,000 Hawaiʻi students with special needs with nearly $38 million in funding every year.
An Presidential executive order was signed in March 2025 to begin shutting down some functions of the department, which has resulted in significant layoffs. This order has been the subject of litigation and the Department’s status is in flux.
As of April 2026, several Department of Education programs are being administered at the Department of Labor.

The CAO is the Department's top acquisition executive and has the authority, accountability and responsibility for Department-wide acquisition decision-making. This includes the development of goals, guidelines and policies, measurement and evaluation of the performance of the Department's various acquisition organizations. The SPE assists the CAO in the performance of her duties with regards to the acquisition function.
The Office of Acquisition Management supports the CAO and SPE in developing and communicating policy; implementing the requirements of pertinent statutes, regulations, and other guidance; promoting effective business practices to achieve public policy objectives; and ensuring that acquisition personnel are properly trained and have a clear understanding of the mission and objectives of Department acquisition management programs.

Byrne State Crisis Intervention Program (SCIP)
 
On June 25, 2022, President Biden signed the Bipartisan Safer Communities Act of 2022 into law to reduce gun violence, save lives, and progress toward keeping guns out of dangerous hands. In signing the bill into law, the President noted that this historical act “invests in antiviolence programs that work — that work directly with the people who are most likely to commit these crimes or become victims of gun crimes.”
As authorized by the Bipartisan Safer Communities Act of 2022, the Byrne State Crisis Intervention Program (Byrne SCIP) provides formula funds to implement state crisis intervention court proceedings and related programs or initiatives.  $750 million has been appropriated for Byrne SCIP, to be awarded over 5 years – from Federal FY 2022 to Federal FY 2026.  The Department of the Attorney General is the State Administrating Agency for Byrne SCIP.

The first Byrne SCIP funds award is a combined Federal FY 2022 and FY 2023 award.  For Hawaii, the combined award amount is $1,445,832.  For Federal FY 2024 to FY 2026, Hawaii’s award is anticipated to be approximately $700,000 per year.
The Firearm Crisis Intervention (FCI) Advisory Board, which is chaired by the Hawaii Attorney General, was formed to inform and guide the State’s related gun violence reduction programs and initiatives and to make recommendations on the use of the Byrne SCIP funds.  The FCI Advisory Board includes representatives from law enforcement, the community, courts, prosecution, behavioral health providers, victim services, and legal counsel.  Advisory Board members are appointed for the duration of the Byrne SCIP, and the term of appointment started on April 1, 2023.
The Gun Violence and Prevention in Hawaii Report: Landscape & Findings, May 2024 (Landscape Report) provides an overview of the complexity of gun violence and prevention in Hawaii. The Landscape Report is intended to be used as a resource by the FCI Advisory Board to guide discussion and decision-making on the use of the Byrne SCIP funds.
The Board has defined “gun violence” as any use or threatened use of a firearm to self or others. Per Hawaii Revised Statutes (HRS), Section 134-1 Definitions, “ ‘Firearm’ means any weapon, for which the operating force is an explosive, including but not limited to pistols, revolvers, rifles, shotguns, automatic firearms, noxious gas projectors, mortars, bombs, and cannon.”
The Landscape Report includes information on Hawaii gun laws, the extent of gun violence in Hawaii (data on Hawaii violent crime and the use of firearms, gun violence involving juveniles, gun violence and significant other-current or former, firearm suicide, line of duty deaths, mass violence), and efforts to reduce and/or prevent gun violence.

· Office of Disability Employment Policy (ODEP): The Office of Disability Employment Policy awards competitive grants establishing short-term pilot and technical assistance projects designed to identify, develop, test, evaluate, and disseminate policies to increase employment by expanding access to training, education, employment supports, assistive and systems technology, integrated employment, entrepreneurial development, and small business opportunities for adults and youth with disabilities. Current pilots projects focus on customized employment, Olmstead populations, and innovative demonstration youth grants, among others. Solicitations for grant applications are published in the Federal Register and announced at www.dol.gov/odep. ODEP grants are awarded by the OASAM grant office.

The National Endowment for the Arts awards grants to nonprofit organizations, creative writers and translators, state arts agencies, and regional arts organizations in support of arts projects across the country.  

On May 6, 2025 it was reported that The Trump Administration has started canceling National Endowment for the Arts (NEA) grants. According to public reports, hundreds of arts groups of various sizes across the U.S. received emails notifying them of the withdrawal and termination of their grants. The updates, which came by email address, occurred shortly after President Trump proposed eliminating the agency entirely from the federal budget.

Earlier this year several arts agencies from across the country sued NEA over new requirements following the Presidential Executive Order  barring the use of federal funds for the “ promotion of gender ideology”. The lawsuit was filed in late February and in September the guidelines were deemed in violation of the first Amendment in a federal court in Rhode Island.

The National Endowment for the Humanities is in a state of flux similar to the National Endowment for the Arts and the Institute for Museum and Library Services.   

August 20, 2025 the National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH) announced an agency-wide reorganization to consolidate its grantmaking programs and divisions.
Following a reduction in force (RIF) of two thirds of the agency’s workforce in June, NEH will merge the functions and staff of seven grantmaking offices and divisions into four new divisions to support projects that advance humanities research, education, public programs, infrastructure, and cultural preservation. 
Since its creation in 1965, NEH has awarded more than $6.5 billion for humanities projects through more than 70,000 grants, giving Americans in every state and jurisdiction the opportunity to engage with high-quality programs, resources, and experiences that illuminate history, culture, languages, literature, and ideas. That public investment has led to the creation of books, films, and museum exhibits, and to ensuring the preservation of significant cultural resources around the country. NEH grants have funded the scholarly editing and publication of the papers of twelve U.S. presidents, made 23 million pages of historic American newspapers publicly available through the Chronicling America website, and provided enrichment programs for K-12 and college educators.
Effective immediately, NEH’s new divisions will be:
Division of Federal/State Partnership

NEH’s Division of Federal/State Partnership is charged with carrying out the Congressional mandate of establishing and maintaining humanities councils in the 56 states and U.S. jurisdictions and coordinating the partnership between NEH and the councils. The Division is responsible for administration and oversight of statutory federal operating support funding for the 56 humanities councils and managing collaborative projects and initiatives between NEH and the nonprofit state and local humanities councils. 
Jason Harshman will serve as the new Director of the Division of Federal/State Partnership. He joined NEH in 2019, and most recently served as Deputy Director of the Division of Education Programs and led NEH’s Landmarks of American History and Culture program. He received his PhD from Ohio State University, where he directed a masters and teacher preparation program. Before coming to NEH, Harshman was an assistant professor in the College of Education at the University of Iowa and held affiliate faculty positions in the College of Liberal Arts and Center for International Programs. His research and publication record focused on issues of place and culture, with projects in South Africa, Turkey, India, South Korea, and Japan. 
Division of Collections & Infrastructure

NEH’s Division of Collections & Infrastructure makes grants to organizations that seek to address the physical deterioration of their humanities collections as well as to provide access to them, including through the latest digital and other technologies. The Division’s programs focus on the twin goals of ensuring the long-term and the wide availability of primary resources in the humanities for scholars, teachers, students, and the public. The Division also supports the nation’s humanities infrastructure through “challenge” programs that enable humanities organizations to strengthen their financial stability. Challenge awards typically require the recipient to raise one to four dollars in new donations from non-federal sources for each federal dollar received.
Margaret Walker Clair will serve as the new Director of the Division of Collections & Infrastructure. Walker Clair joined NEH in 2018 as a Program Officer in the Division of Preservation & Access and became the division’s Deputy Director in 2020. In this capacity, she has worked with the division team to develop, refine, and implement grant programs and special projects that support organizations in their efforts to advance the potential of humanities collections through description and discovery, training and capacity building, and preventative care. Previously, she was the Assistant Curator of the Vanderbilt University Fine Arts Gallery, where she managed a teaching collection of over 7,000 objects and a regular program of exhibitions. Walker Clair holds an A.B. in History from Princeton University and an M.Sc. in the History of Art, Theory and Display from the University of Edinburgh. Her research interests and publications have focused on the arts during the Great War, museum management, and Tennessee artists. 
Division of Lifelong Learning

NEH’s Division of Lifelong Learning provides humanities programming for the public as well as humanities programming geared towards the K-12 and postsecondary education sectors. The Division supports humanities projects in museums, historical and cultural organizations, libraries, K-12 classrooms, and colleges and universities, as well as for television, radio, and digital media. By developing quality humanities programs that foster public engagement in and appreciation for the humanities, the Division of Lifelong Learning delivers the best in the humanities for all Americans.
Jeff Hardwick will serve as the new Director of the Division of Lifelong Learning. Hardwick has been with NEH for 17 years, serving most recently as the Director of the Division of Public Programs supporting museums, historic sites, and media projects. Before NEH, he worked at several museums including the Smithsonian and Corcoran Museum of Art and taught 20th-century American history, architectural history, and public history at numerous universities including Yale, Temple, George Mason, and George Washington. His academic background is in American Studies, with a doctorate from Yale University and a master’s from the Winterthur Program in Early American Culture at the University of Delaware. Hardwick published a biography of the émigré architect Victor Gruen, Mall Maker: Victor Gruen, Architect of the American Dream. 
Division of Research

NEH’s Division of Research supports advanced humanities research by making grants to scholars, teachers and writers, and to educational and research organizations. These grants support individuals and collaborative teams of scholars and researchers in exploring archives, interpreting humanities texts and materials, developing and using digital tools, discovering new knowledge or rediscovering truths. The Division of Research also supports the humanities by commissioning studies on the state of the humanities to assess Americans’ engagement with the humanities and monitor trends within individual fields of study. 
Stefanie Walker will serve as the new Director of the Division of Research. Walker started her NEH career in 2009 as a Senior Program Officer in the Research Division and served as Director of Challenge Programs from 2020 to 2025. Before NEH, she was a faculty member and special exhibitions curator for ten years at the Bard Graduate Center for studies in the Decorative Arts, Design and Culture in New York City. In D.C., she has been affiliated with the Geroge Washington University-Smithsonian Associates Master’s Program for History in the Decorative Arts. She has been co-editor or contributor to several publications, including The Silver Caesars: A Renaissance Mystery and Display of Art in the Roman Palace 1550–1750. Walker holds her doctorate in art history from New York University’s Institute of Fine Arts. She is a Fellow of the American Academy in Rome and an honorary member of the Roman Goldsmiths Guild. 
Additionally, Carol Peters will serve as the agency’s new Director of Special Projects, with a focus on contributing to the agency’s work in connection with the U.S. Semiquincentennial. In anticipation of the 250th anniversary of the signing of the Declaration of Independence in 2026, NEH currently offers several funding opportunities through the agency’s A More Perfect Union initiative that focus on exploring America’s story and celebrating its 250 years of cultural heritage. In connection with the January 2025 “Celebrating America’s Birthday” Presidential Executive Order, NEH is administering a special grant program to support the design and creation of statues of important Americans for the planned National Garden of American Heroes. Other Semiquincentennial-related funding opportunities include NEH’s Celebrate America, Rediscovering Our Revolutionary Tradition, and Public Humanities Projects grant programs. 
Carol Peters has served as Director of the Division of Education. Since joining NEH in 2006, Peters has been a principal on several significant agency agreements, including those with the Verizon Foundation, the Department of Education, iCivics, the Teagle Foundation, and National History Day. Peters holds a PhD in art history from Indiana University Bloomington. 
National Endowment for the Humanities: The National Endowment for the Humanities supports research and learning in history, literature, philosophy, and other areas of the humanities by funding selected, peer-reviewed proposals from around the nation. NEH also issued the following directive via press release on April 24, 2025:

“An Update on NEH Funding Priorities and the Agency’s Recent Implementation of Trump Administration Executive Orders” 
In recent weeks the National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH) has taken several internal operational steps to improve efficiency, eliminate offices that are not essential to fulfilling its statutory requirements, and to return to being a responsible steward of taxpayer funds. 
NEH has also taken programmatic steps to ensure that all future awards will, among other things, be merit-based, awarded to projects that do not promote extreme ideologies based upon race or gender, and that help to instill an understanding of the founding principles and ideals that make America an exceptional country. 
For these reasons, NEH is releasing the following statement of its priorities along with answers that are relevant to questions that the public may have.
Statement on NEH Priorities
Founded in 1965, the National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH) is a grant-making agency of the U.S. government dedicated to supporting exemplary humanities research and programming in service of the American people. It does so by investing in the most meritorious proposals for the advancement and dissemination of humanities learning.
As set forth in NEH’s enabling legislation, the humanities include the study of modern and classical languages, linguistics, literature, history, jurisprudence, philosophy, archaeology, comparative religion, ethics, the history of the arts, and those aspects of the social sciences which have humanistic content and use humanistic methods, as well as other areas. 
To bring the wisdom of the humanities to all Americans, NEH supports research projects that advance humanistic learning, preservation projects that ensure access to significant humanities resources, education projects that strengthen teaching in the humanities, and public programing that conveys the best of the humanities to all Americans. 
Moving forward, NEH is especially interested in projects on the nation’s semiquincentennial and U.S. history more generally. In addition, the agency will be more finely attuned to its statutory responsibility that “funding should contribute to public support and confidence in the use of taxpayer funds.”
As per longstanding agency policy, NEH-supported projects must not promote a particular political, religious, or ideological point of view and must not engage in political or social advocacy. NEH-supported projects should not preference some groups at the expense of others and should ultimately support public purposes. 
The principles of intellectual significance, merit, competition, and equal opportunity lie at the heart of NEH’s mission. 
Frequently Asked Questions
1. Why is NEH refocusing its priorities?
At the start of an administration, NEH has always established new initiatives within the policy context set forth by Congress, the Executive Branch, and the head of the agency. Currently, NEH is especially encouraging projects related to the nation’s semiquincentennial and American exceptionalism. In addition, NEH has recommitted itself to ensuring that its funding, as required by statute, contributes to public confidence in how it expends taxpayer funds. 
2. Why is NEH cancelling awards?
All federal grantmaking agencies, including NEH, must ensure that taxpayer dollars are spent effectively and are consistent with each agency’s mission. This requires that NEH regularly evaluate its funding priorities within the policy framework established by Congress, the Administration, and the head of NEH. Awards and programming must align with these priorities.
3. What types of awards are being cancelled?
In collaboration with the Administration, NEH has cancelled awards that are at variance with agency priorities, including but not limited to those on diversity, equity, and inclusion (or DEI) and environmental justice, as well as awards that may not inspire public confidence in the use of taxpayer funds.
4. Why has NEH added guidance to its NOFOs on the “promotion of gender ideology,” “environmental justice initiatives or activities,” “discriminatory equity ideology,” and DEI/DEIA?
As a federal agency, NEH is required to comply with all relevant Executive Orders issued by the Administration. NEH updated the Funding Restrictions section of its NOFOs to comply with several recent Executive Orders, including “Ending Radical and Wasteful Government DEI Programs and Preferencing,” “Defending Women from Gender Ideology Extremism and Restoring Biological Truth to the Federal Government,” and “Ending Radical Indoctrination in K-12 Schooling.”  You can learn more about these Executive Orders by visiting the White House’s Presidential Actions webpage. 
NEH will promptly comply with all relevant Executive Orders and court actions.  

5. How will NEH decide whether a proposed project contravenes any of the Administration’s recent Executive Orders, such as “Ending Radical and Wasteful Government DEI Programs and Preferencing” and “Defending Women from Gender Ideology Extremism and Restoring Biological Truth to the Federal Government”?
As per standard practice, NEH peer reviewers evaluate an application based on the program’s published Review Criteria. At a later point in the process, NEH staff and leadership, along with the agency’s General Counsel, will consider, as needed, whether an award of federal funds to a specific application might violate the new guidelines. In accordance with NEH’s authorizing legislation, the NEH Chairman will make all final funding decisions about which applications will receive public support. 
6. Does the addition of the new guidance on gender ideology and environmental justice mean that NEH will not fund projects on, for example, the suffragist movement or a history of conservation policies in the United States? 
No, not necessarily. The restrictions only apply to the categories mentioned in the relevant Executive Orders. We encourage you to read the relevant Executive Orders and consider whether your project’s topic—jointly with its goals, methodology, activities, and intended audience—seems allowable. 
7. Can I still work with or apply from Minority Serving Institutions (MSIs)?
Yes, applications from and collaborations with MSIs are encouraged.
8. Is NEH still accepting applications with a focus on countries, regions, cultures, or literatures other than that of the United States and Europe? 
In honor of the 250th anniversary of the Declaration of Independence, NEH is especially interested in projects with a focus on American history and the nation’s founding.  Yet, NEH continues to accept (and fund) applications in all areas of the humanities as defined by NEH’s statute. Please consult the NOFOs for each program regarding specific eligibility criteria and the program’s aims.

Information for the research community
We thank you for your patience during the lapse in appropriations. NSF will be operating under a continuing resolution that runs until January 30. We will prioritize the most pressing issues, including restoring the capacity to make awards and ensuring continued management and oversight of existing awards. Our hardworking staff will be focused on these activities, and we again ask for your patience as we do so.
If you are a current NSF awardee, please contact your program officer with any questions. If you are a panelist or have a pending proposal, please continue to monitor NSF.gov for updates on our operations and events.
For reference: In Mid-April the NSF issued a Statement of NSF Priorities.  This was the subject of litigation regarding existing grants.  On June 23, 2025, the U.S. District Court for the Northern District of California issued a preliminary injunction in Case No. 25-cv-04737, requiring that NSF reinstate certain awards. NSF is required to reinstate awards to all University of California researchers, including faculty, staff, and academic appointees who are named as principal researchers, investigators, or project leaders on grant applications that were terminated by means of a form letter. As a result, 114 awards to 45 institutions are being reinstated as of June 30, 2025. NSF issued letters of reinstatement to these awardees by June 30, 2025, and restored the unliquidated obligations (as of the date of termination less settlement payout) so that researchers could continue drawing down on their award.

NSF has entered into a consent agreement with the court to pause the implementation of NSF-25-034 Policy Notice: Implementation of Standard 15% Indirect Cost Rate pending resolution of the aforementioned litigation. Effective May 19, 2025, NSF will revert to issuing awards according to the institution's negotiated rates while implementation is on hold.

Have the NSF merit review criteria changed?
No, NSF continues to apply the statutorily required Intellectual Merit and Broader Impacts review criteria, as well as any solicitation-specific review criteria.
 
Will funding opportunities that have been recently archived become available again? If so, when?
The community will be notified through normal channels as funding opportunities are made available.
 
Are there any modifications to the review process as a result of the executive orders?
As per the agency's normal practice, program directors manage the review process. Panelists are expected to focus their discussions on evaluating the merit of the proposals under consideration. The review criteria remain consistent. Guidance on reviews and panel summaries has not changed. Program directors do not comment on activities outside of the purview of the panel. The reviews and panel summaries are advisory to NSF. As has always been the practice at NSF, we will consider this advisory material in conjunction with agency-wide guidance and applicable federal standards when making funding decisions.
 
Is NSF proceeding with ad-hoc reviews?
Yes. Ad-hoc proposal reviews are taking place.
 
In light of the recent Executive Order on improving cost efficiencies, will NSF continue to host on-site panels and site visits?
No. Panels and site visits will be virtual until further notice.
 
How do the Executive Orders affect accessibility for in-person event planning, such as providing sign language interpreters and wheelchair access?
Nothing has changed regarding the allowability of making in-person meetings accessible.
 
UPDATED: Are we allowed to publish outcomes from our current work (i.e., accomplished before the EOs came out), no matter what the topic area? And if so, do we acknowledge NSF funding in our publication?
Yes. There are no restrictions on the publication of your research results. As always, acknowledgement of NSF support is required.
 
If my program officer is no longer with NSF, with whom should I work moving forward?
Awards (and proposals) will be reassigned to a different program officer. Institutions and researchers can view program officer information for both proposals and awards in the Proposal Status screen in Research.gov.
 
Should we start including a written justification for each payment request per the recent executive order on improving cost efficiencies?
Please do not change your payment submission process unless we provide guidance to all ACM$ users through our normal channels.
 
Can I revise a proposal that has already been submitted to the agency?
Changes in the content of a proposal may be submitted (a) prior to the deadline date; (b) prior to initiation of external peer review when a target date or no-deadline submission mechanism is utilized; and (c) prior to initiation of external peer review in the case of an unsolicited proposal. If you need to fix a technical issue with your proposal after the deadline, you must get approval from the cognizant NSF program officer. If there are major changes (like new research findings, changes in circumstances or if key personnel become unavailable) that could impact your pending proposal review, you should reach out to your program officer to discuss it. Check Chapter III.C and III.D of the PAPPG for more details.
 
How do the executive orders affect the NSF Established Program to Stimulate Competitive Research (EPSCoR) or submitters from EPSCoR jurisdictions?
NSF EPSCoR continues to operate as described in the program's funding announcements. At this time, awardees should continue activities consistent with the current terms and conditions of their NSF EPSCoR award(s). NSF continues its overall commitment to increase investments in EPSCoR jurisdictions. Submissions from EPSCoR jurisdictions to NSF EPSCoR and other NSF funding opportunities are encouraged.
 
Am I allowed to hire postdocs and research assistants on my current award? Can I still train students?
Activities are permitted to proceed in accordance with the approved budget and terms and conditions of your award. If you have other questions about your award, please contact the cognizant grants officer listed in the award notice.

Can I submit a supplement request for my active NSF award?
Please consult the program officer for your award before submitting such a request. While you may submit a request, we expect the awarding of supplemental funding will be rare. NSF recognizes there are certain funding opportunities that use supplements as their only mechanism — such as, but not limited to, the Career Life Balance opportunity. If a program officer advises you to submit a request, please follow guidance for the specific type of supplement outlined in the solicitation, Dear Colleague Letter, or PAPPG.
 
I have noticed that Research.gov is sometimes taken down for maintenance. Does this indicate plans to decommission or restrict the platform?
No. The purpose of the maintenance is to conduct normal security updates, bug fixes, and minor enhancements. This maintenance is planned months in advance. As a prominent IT system handling personal and proprietary research information, Research.gov requires regular maintenance to ensure it continues to effectively meet the needs of the research community and comply with federal IT standards.

Statement of NSF priorities
April 18, 2025
The U.S. National Science Foundation (NSF) was established in 1950 to promote the progress of science, advance the national health, prosperity and welfare, and secure the national defense. It does this by investing in the most promising ideas and people across all fields of science and engineering (S&E). NSF priorities are grounded in the mission of the agency and modulated by statutory directives and administration priorities.
NSF uses two statutory criteria to ensure that every award has the potential to advance new knowledge (Intellectual Merit) with maximum impact on the Nation and its people (Broader Impacts). NSF investments unleash groundbreaking discoveries, translational solutions and expand participation in STEM. These efforts strengthen our domestic workforce to fuel economic prosperity, national security, and global S&E competitiveness.
The principles of merit, competition, equal opportunity, and excellence are the bedrock of the NSF mission. NSF continues to review all projects using Intellectual Merit and Broader Impacts criteria.
NSF's broadening participation activities, including activities undertaken in fulfillment of the Broader Impacts criterion, and research on broadening participation, must aim to create opportunities for all Americans everywhere.
These efforts should not preference some groups at the expense of others, or directly/indirectly exclude individuals or groups. Research projects with more narrow impact limited to subgroups of people based on protected class or characteristics do not effectuate NSF priorities.
NSF will continue to support research with the goal of understanding or addressing participation in STEM, in accordance with all applicable statutes and mandates, with the core goal of creating opportunities for all Americans.
NSF will continue to support basic and use-inspired research in S&E fields that focus on protected characteristics when doing so is intrinsic to the research question and is aligned with Agency priorities.

1. Why is NSF terminating awards?
All federal agencies that support research and development (R&D), including NSF, must ensure that taxpayer dollars are spent in the most efficient way possible consistent with each agency's mission. This requires that NSF regularly evaluate its research priorities within the policy framework established by Congress, the Administration and the Director of NSF. Awards and funding opportunities that do not align with these priorities cannot be funded.
2. Why is NSF changing its priorities?
NSF is continuing to prioritize cutting-edge discovery science and engineering (S&E) research, advancing technology and innovation, and creating opportunities for all Americans in every region of the Nation. NSF has always established priorities within the policy context set forth by Congress, the Administration and the Director of NSF, and it continues to do so.
3. What types of awards are being terminated?
Awards that are not aligned with NSF's priorities have been terminated, including but not limited to those on diversity, equity, and inclusion (DEI) and misinformation/disinformation.
4. Can I still propose broadening participation activities (e.g., outreach) in fulfillment of the Broader Impacts criterion?
Investigators should prioritize the first six broader impacts goals as defined by the America COMPETES Reauthorization Act of 2010. Investigators wishing to address goal seven — expanding participation in STEM for women and underrepresented groups — must ensure that all outreach, recruitment, or participatory activities in NSF projects are open and available to all Americans. Investigators may conduct these types of engagement activities to individuals, institutions, groups, or communities based on protected characteristics only as part of broad engagement activities. Investigators may also expand participation in STEM based on non-protected characteristics, including but not limited to institutional type, geography, socioeconomic status, and career stage. However, engagement activities aimed at these characteristics cannot indirectly preference or exclude individuals or groups based on protected characteristics.
5. Will NSF consider proposals directed to a legally mandated NSF program/funding opportunity?
NSF will continue to operate programs that contain elements of broadening participation for individuals based on protected characteristics that are explicitly established in law and prioritized in NSF appropriations language. The research and broader impacts activities proposed in response to these programs should align with the relevant statutory language and aim to generate knowledge broadly impactful to Americans from all backgrounds and regions in the country.
Projects submitted to legally mandated broadening participation programs must not directly or indirectly preference or exclude any Americans on the basis of protected characteristics. Projects that have limited impact or rely on DEI frameworks or advocacy do not effectuate NSF priorities.
6. What about the court order that says you cannot withhold funding due to the Executive Orders (EOs)? Isn't NSF in violation of that?
No. NSF has continued to fund new awards and support existing awards that are in alignment with NSF priorities.
7. What are the protected and non-protected characteristics?
Protected characteristics are those contained in relevant laws, such as but not limited to, the Equal Protection Clause of the Constitution and Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964.
8. There are still gaps in the achievements of certain groups of people. Can we still research those?
NSF will continue to fund projects that rate highly using our Intellectual Merit and Broader Impacts review criteria in high priority S&E areas. Projects that aim to create more opportunities for more people in every region of the country to participate in science and technology remain an important part of NSF's mission.
NSF will continue to operate legally mandated programs that aim to expand participation in STEM for individuals of protected characteristics so long as the projects submitted to these programs do not preference or limit participation based on these protected characteristics.
9. Can I research individuals or groups based on protected characteristics in other areas of S&E?
Yes. Researchers may recruit or study individuals based on protected characteristics when doing so is (1) intrinsic to the research question (e.g., research on human physiology), (2) not focused on broadening participation in STEM on the basis of protected characteristics, and (3) aimed to fill an important gap in S&E knowledge. For example, research on technology to assist individuals with disabilities may be supported even when the research subject recruitment is limited to those with disabilities.
10. Is there a list of words I should be avoiding?
There is not a list of words. Investigators should focus on Intellectual Merit and Broader Impacts for proposals in a way that is consistent with NSF priorities.
11. Can I still work with Minority Serving Institutions (MSIs)?
Yes. Collaboration and partnerships between and among various types of institutions of higher education (IHEs) as well as cross-sector partnerships involving government, academia, and the private sector remain a top priority.
12. Are centers impacted? What about facilities that have DEI plans, will those be impacted?
The NSF guidance on broadening participation applies to all current and future NSF awards.
13. Are you still funding research on misinformation/disinformation?
Per the Presidential Action announced January 20, 2025, NSF will not prioritize research proposals that engage in or facilitate any conduct that would unconstitutionally abridge the free speech of any American citizen. NSF will not support research with the goal of combating "misinformation," "disinformation," and "malinformation" that could be used to infringe on the constitutionally protected speech rights of American citizens across the United States in a manner that advances a preferred narrative about significant matters of public debate.
14. Can costs be reimbursed prior to the award termination date?
Yes. Costs may be reimbursed to an NSF award up to and including the award termination date, provided they are allowable, allocable, and reasonable under the sections on Allowable Costs and Termination in your award terms and conditions (e.g., sections 11 and 33 in GC-1). Per the Termination section of your award's terms and conditions (GC-1 section 33(e)) you must submit the total of costs that were incurred prior to the termination but not drawn down in ACM$ to dgafinalcosts@nsf.gov no later than 30 calendar days after the award termination date.
15. UPDATED: What are the requirements for project reports if my award has been terminated?
Normal procedures specified in the Proposal and Award Policies and Procedures Guide (PAPPG) Chapter VII.D apply. Any annual reports must be submitted on time. The final annual project report must be submitted in Research.gov no later than 120 days after the end date of the award. Principal investigators (PIs) will continue to receive notifications on the due dates for all required reports.
16. My award was terminated on the basis that it "no longer effectuates the program goals or agency priorities." Can I appeal or seek alternative dispute resolution?
Terminations of awards on the basis that they no longer effectuate program goals or agency priorities are the final agency decision and are not appealable to NSF. In these instances, NSF does not allege a deficiency occurred (e.g., noncompliance with award terms and conditions or research misconduct of the awardee). Because there are no allegations of deficiencies by the awardee to dispute, there are no grounds for agency appeal. Similarly, alternative dispute resolution is not available where terminations were based on effectuation of program goals or agency priorities.
17. Is NSF changing its policy regarding the indirect cost rate associated with NSF awards?
Yes. Effective May 5, 2025, NSF is applying a standard indirect cost rate not to exceed 15% to all grants and cooperative agreements awarded to Institutions of Higher Education — as defined in 20 USC 1001 — for which indirect costs are allowable. This policy does not apply retroactively to existing awards. For more details, see the new NSF indirect cost policy.

Eligibility requirements
Lenders and loan programs have unique eligibility requirements. In general, eligibility is based on what a business does to receive its income, the character of its ownership, and where the business operates. Normally, businesses must meet SBA size standards, be able to repay, and have a sound business purpose. Even those with bad credit may qualify for startup funding. The lender will provide you with a full list of eligibility requirements for your loan.

Stay safe
Protect yourself from predatory lenders by looking for warning signs. Some lenders impose unfair and abusive terms on borrowers through deception and coercion. Watch out for interest rates that are significantly higher than competitors’ rates, or fees that are more than 5% of the loan value. Make sure the lender discloses the annual percentage rate and full payment schedule. A lender should never ask you to lie on paperwork or leave signature boxes blank. Don’t get pressured into taking a loan. Survey competing offers and consider speaking with a financial planner, accountant, or attorney before signing for your next loan.
Loans for exporters
Most U.S. banks view loans for exporters as risky. This can make it harder for you to get loans for things like day-to-day operations, advance orders with suppliers, and debt refinancing. That’s why SBA created programs to make it easier for U.S. small businesses to get export loans.

These programs encourage scientific research that helps meet federal research and development objectives. If they are successful, they have high potential for commercialization.

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The State Department 

Grants from the United States Department of State are currently in a state of flux and uncertainty due to recent executive orders and reviews under the current administration.
On July 11, 2025 began terminating more than 1,300 positions as part of the Trump administration’s effort to trim the size of the federal workforce. 

Secretary Rubio unveiled a reorganization plan for the State Department in April, with plans to eliminate 132 offices and fold 137 other offices within the department. 
. 
The Bureau of Democracy, Human Rights, and Labor (DRL) grants, which fund pro-democracy programming overseas, have been significantly impacted, with recommendations to terminate grants for nearly all of its programs in some nations.

At this point, continuation of awarded grants (with caveats): Existing grants that have already been awarded are generally expected to continue being disbursed, however, individual programs may be affected by judicial action or funding reviews.

1. Develop a capabilities statement that clearly defines your offerings, differentiators, customers, and lists your set-asides (if any) and contact information.
2. Invest in a professional presence with a website and business cards that speak to the government market by demonstrating your knowledge of the market, the challenges, and your solution-oriented approach.
6. Obtain Necessary Security Clearances
1. Most services contracts will require successful offerors to possess security clearances due to the nature of the Department’s mission. 
2. Understand the requirements and process for obtaining a Facility Security Clearance for your business, and Personnel Security Clearances for employees that will be (1) performing key duties within your company, or (2) assigned to State Department contracts.
7. Tap Into Your Networks
1. Attend networking events, matchmaking opportunities, industry days, and bidder conferences where your buyer agencies will have a presence. 
2. Participate in peer networks that have common missions, such as small business- focused events, as well as industry associations and customer-focused professional development & training conferences 
3. Market your product and service to your networks – which will include your small business peer networks, large contractors, and government agencies. Realize that relationships take years to build, requirements and budgets get formed through long-term processes, and plan for a strategic, iterative business development process rather than quick transactional engagements.
8. Start by Subcontracting
1. It is common for companies that are new to State Department to subcontract to current “primes” to gain experience with the mission, practices, and environment in performing at the State Department. 
2. Research current prime contractors and awarded programs (See Step 3) and identify opportunities where your company could bring value and resources to a current or future effort as part of a team. Reach out to the primes’ Small Business Liaison Officers (SBLOs) and/or Supplier Diversity professionals. 
3. Some subcontracting opportunities are posted on SBA’s SUB Net.
4. Explore forming Mentor-Protege (MPP) agreements when both partners see mutually beneficial strategic alignment; consider forming MPP Joint Ventures (JVs).
9. Consider Contracting “Vehicles”
1. Contract “Vehicles” is a streamlined method the government uses to buy goods and services. Vehicles are centrally managed by a federal agency, which reduces acquisition administrative costs and creates time and resource efficiencies. 
2. Many State Department procurements are awarded through the GSA Federal Supply Schedules and others like NASA SEWP, NIH CIO-SP3, Army ITES2, GSA, GSA 8aSTARS, NIH NITAAC.
3. Those competitions are only open to companies that have been awarded contracts under the requisite GWACs. If your company is not a contract-holder, teaming/subcontracting is a viable strategy to obtain access to a preferred vehicle.
10. Strategic Set-Asides
1. The Small Business Act and the Federal Acquisition Regulation mandate that federal agencies set aside work for small and disadvantaged businesses through the Small Business, WOSB, HUBZone, SDVOSB, and 8(a) Programs. 
2. Identify which you may qualify for, to gain additional opportunities to bid in limited competition environments. 
3. Keep in mind that the purpose of any federal agency is to carry out its Mission. Therefore, set aside status alone is insufficient in winning a contract – technical competence, understanding of requirement, industry experience, and ability to perform the technical and business functions are all essential elements of a successful bidder.

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President Trump's Transportation Secretary Sean P. Duffy to Recipients of Federal Funds: We're Tossing All Biden-Era DEI Directives
Wednesday, July 9, 2025
WASHINGTON, D.C. - U.S. Transportation Secretary Sean P. Duffy announced to all grantees that the Trump Administration will not enforce Biden-era DEI and Green New Scam policies or requirements. Grantees were forced to comply with directives that were not based in any statute or regulation.  
“It’s a new day in America, where common sense is in the driver’s seat. Our roads, rails, skies, and waters will be safer for it. The public wants to see their hard-earned dollars going towards safety and efficiency standards – not woke DEI or American Energy-killing ideas,” said U.S. Transportation Secretary Sean P. Duffy. 
Key Letter Excerpts: 
“[President Donald Trump’s] E.O.s direct Federal agencies, where and as consistent with law, to identify and eliminate all orders, directives, rules, regulations, notices, guidance documents, funding agreements, programs, and policy statements, or portions thereof, which were authorized, adopted, or approved between noon on January 20, 2021 and noon on January 20, 2025, and which reference or relate in any way to climate change, "greenhouse gas" emissions, racial equity, gender identity, "diversity, equity, and inclusion" goals, environmental justice, or the Justice 40 Initiative.” 
... 
“...I write to clarify that the Department will no longer enforce these policies, or any other requirements incorporated into its Federal financial assistance agreements that are inconsistent with the policy objectives of this Administration and cur rent DOT leadership. More specifically, the Department considers any policies or requirements not based in statute or regulation relating or referring to climate change, "greenhouse gas" emissions, racial equity, gender identity, "diversity, equity, and inclusion" goals, environmental justice, and the Justice 40 Initiative that were incorporated into the terms, schedules, exhibits, and attachments of its Federal financial assistance agreements to be null and void and of no effect. Recipients of DOT Federal financial assistance are hereby released of their obligations to comply with these policies and requirements effective immediately.”

In April, Secretary Duffy sent a letter to all federal transportation funding recipients to remind them that federal dollars come with strings attached and compliance with federal law is a clear obligation.

What Is a Grant?
[image: Grants: A grant is one of many different forms of financial assistance. A grant is a way the government funds projects to provide public services and stimulate the economy. If completed in compliance with award terms, grants do not have to be repaid to the government.]A grant is one of many different forms of financial assistance. A grant is a way the government funds projects to provide public services and stimulate the economy.
In the case of USDOT grants or construction grants, federal grants provide funding that is awarded through reimbursable payments.
Grants support critical recovery initiatives, innovative research, and many other programs listed in the Federal assistance listings. The intent of most grants is to fund projects that will benefit specific parts of the population or the community as a whole.
Advantages of Grant Funding
· Grant funding is generally non-repayable once awarded, and project sponsors thus avoid incurring debt or interest expenses if completed successfully.
· In some cases, grants may be a lower-risk way of obtaining assistance compared to loan financing, without potentially impacting credit ratings and assets.
What Makes a Grant “Competitive”?
[image: Discretionary grants are grants that USDOT awards to eligible applicants through a competitive selection process. Eligible applicants vary by program but may include state, Tribal, and local governments; transit providers; universities; research institutions; law enforcement agencies; nonprofit organizations; and others.]
Competitive grants are grants that USDOT awards to eligible applicants usually through a competitive selection process. Eligible applicants vary based on the specific grant program but may include state, Tribal and local governments, transit providers, universities, research institutions, law enforcement agencies, nonprofit organizations, and others.
USDOT administers its competitive grant programs through its operating administrations (OAs or “modes”). Each mode solicits applications and selects projects based on program and applicant eligibility, evaluation criteria, and Departmental or program priorities, therefore making it “competitive”.

Competitive grants also differ from block grants and categorical grants, which are usually distributed as a “pot” to recipients for specific services (the latter type with many restrictions).
Formula grants, block grants, and categorical grants are all considered non-competitive funding sources. Since competitive grants are not awarded to every applicant, they are considered competitive compared to these other types of federal grants.
This toolkit focuses on competitive grant programs only but also provides resources for applicants to explore other funding sources, both within and outside of USDOT.
Non-Competitive Funding Opportunities: Formula Grants
[image: Formula Grants: Formula grants distribute funds to every recipient in a group (such as all 50 states) to accomplish the same purpose. Formula grants are not competitive because the funding amount for each recipient is calculated based on specific parameters set by Congress, such as state population.]
The most common non-competitive opportunities offered by federal agencies are formula grants, which distribute funds to every recipient in a group (such as all 50 states) to accomplish the same purpose. These may also be known as federal-aid funds or formula funds.
Formula grants are not competitive because the funding amount for each recipient is calculated based on specific parameters set by Congress, such as state population.
USDOT distributes these formula funds to states, federally recognized Tribal recipients, and transit agencies as primary recipients. When the funds are further allocated to local entities, the primary grant recipient acts as a pass-through entity for the local entity, who becomes a subrecipient for the grant.
Formula Grant Examples
Examples of formula grants include the Formula Grants for Rural Areas (Section 5311), Enhanced Mobility of Seniors and Individuals with Disabilities (Section 5310), and Grants for Buses and Bus Facilities Formula Program (Section 5339[a]) issued by the USDOT Federal Transit Administration (FTA).

How Federal Grants Are Announced
Federal grant opportunities are announced during different phases of the grant cycle via a publicly available document that goes by one of the following names:
· Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO)
· Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA)
· Funding Opportunity Announcement (FOA)
Opportunities are frequently announced via USDOT Press Releases, can often be found on the Federal Register under the USDOT Notices, are posted on agency websites, and are made available for access on Grants.gov.
Where Does Grant Money Come From?
Congress, the Legislative Branch of government (elected by citizens), proposes appropriations of taxpayer funds for government functions, including for federal agencies in the Executive Branch of government (like USDOT). The President (chosen through the electors of the electoral college voted by the citizens) must then sign these appropriations bills into law (effectively agreeing with Congress) before these funds are made available to agencies. Agencies then distribute funding through grant programs.

In 2021, members from both major Congressional parties came together to pass the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA), more commonly called the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL), signed by President Biden, which provided $1.2 trillion for transportation and infrastructure. Of that total, $550 billion is going toward new federal investments in America’s infrastructure.
This new funding has allowed USDOT and other federal agencies to award new competitive grants for funding transportation infrastructure improvements, many of which are outlined here in the Grant Applicant Toolkit.

Notification of Administrative Leave
As of 11:59 p.m. EST on Sunday, February 23, 2025, all USAID direct hire personnel, with the exception of designated personnel responsible for mission-critical functions, core leadership and/or specially designated programs, will be placed on administrative leave globally.
Concurrently, USAID is beginning to implement a Reduction-in-Force that will affect approximately 1,600 USAID personnel with duty stations in the United States.
Individuals that are impacted will receive specific notifications on February 23, 2025, with further instructions and information about their benefits and rights.
Designated essential personnel who are expected to continue working will be informed by Agency leadership February 23, 2025, by 5 p.m. EST.
For overseas personnel, USAID intends a voluntary Agency-funded return travel program and other benefits. USAID is committed to keeping its overseas personnel safe. Until they return home, personnel will retain access to Agency systems and to diplomatic and other resources.
In the coming week, we will provide details on how to retrieve personal items from the former USAID workspaces and return government issued devices.
Additional guidance is forthcoming, and all future updates/notices will continue to be communicated through official USAID channels and posted on USAID.gov for those without access to USAID systems.

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VA Grants
The mission of the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) is to fulfill President Lincoln’s promise to care for those who have served in our nation’s military and for their families, caregivers, and survivors. VA has multiple Federal financial assistance (grants) programs that aid in VA’s mission from community-based suicide prevention efforts to state Veteran home construction to adaptive sports and therapeutic arts programs to national cemetery and legacy programs.
Grants and cooperative agreements are two of many different types of federal financial assistance, which is the broad term used to describe the various ways the federal government distributes resources to eligible recipients. 
Through a grant agreement or cooperative agreement, an agency makes payment to a recipient to carry out a public purpose authorized by law. 
Grants and cooperative agreements follow a linear lifecycle (announce, apply, award, and implement). 

This list is a snapshot of VA’s grant portfolio at the time of this site’s last update.

Program Description
VA's Grant and Per Diem (GPD) Program is offered annually (as funding permits) by the Department of Veterans Affairs to fund community agencies providing services to Veterans experiencing homelessness. The purpose of the transitional housing component of the program is to promote the development and provision of supportive housing and services with the goal of helping homeless Veterans achieve residential stability, increase their skill levels and/or income, and obtain greater self-determination. Additionally, the GPD Program offers Case Management grants to support housing retention for Veterans who were previously homeless and are transitioning to permanent housing.
Operational costs, including salaries, may be funded by the per diem component. For supportive housing, the maximum amount payable under the per diem is $82.73 per day per Veteran housed. Veterans in supportive housing may be asked to pay participant fees if they do not exceed 30% of the Veteran's monthly-adjusted income. In addition, "reasonable" fees may be charged for services not paid with per diem funds. The maximum hourly per diem rate for a service center not connected with supportive housing is 1/8 of the daily cost of care, not to exceed $10.34 per hour. Payment for a Veteran in a service center will not exceed 8 hours in any day.
Applications are only accepted in response to a Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO) published in Grants.gov. Funds will be awarded to programs determined to be the most qualified. The Small Business Innovative Research Program - SBIR Program

The Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) program is a highly competitive program that encourages domestic small businesses to engage in Federal Research/Research and Development (R/R&D) that has the potential for commercialization. Through a competitive awards-based program, SBIR enables small businesses to explore their technological potential and provides the incentive to profit from its commercialization. By including qualified small businesses in the nation's R&D arena, high-tech innovation is stimulated, and the United States gains entrepreneurial spirit as it meets its specific research and development needs.
SBIR Mission and Program Goals
The mission of the SBIR program is to support scientific excellence and technological innovation through the investment of Federal research funds in critical American priorities to build a strong national economy.
The program’s goals are four-fold:
· Stimulate technological innovation
· Meet Federal research and development needs.
· Foster and encourage participation in innovation and entrepreneurship by socially and economically disadvantaged persons.
· Increase private-sector commercialization of innovations derived from Federal research and development funding.

SBIR-Participating Agencies
Each year, Federal agencies with extramural research and development (R&D) budgets that exceed $100 million are required to allocate 2.5 percent of their R&D budget to these programs. Currently,
· eDepartment of Commerce - National Institute of Standards and Technology
· Department of Energy
· Department of Health and Human Services
· Department of Transportation
· National Aeronautics and Space Administration
· National Science Foundation
Each agency administers its own individual program within guidelines established by Congress. These agencies designate R&D topics in their solicitations and accept proposals from small businesses. Awards are made on a competitive basis after proposal evaluation.
Three-Phase Program
The SBIR Program is structured in three phases:
Phase I. The objective of Phase I is to establish the technical merit, feasibility, and commercial potential of the proposed R/R&D efforts and to determine the quality of performance of the small business awardee organization prior to providing further Federal support in Phase II. SBIR Phase I awards normally do not exceed $150,000 total costs for 6 months.
Phase II. The objective of Phase II is to continue the R/R&D efforts initiated in Phase I. Funding is based on the results achieved in Phase I and the scientific and technical merit and commercial potential of the project proposed in Phase II. Only Phase I awardees are eligible for a Phase II award. SBIR Phase II awards normally do not exceed $1,000,000 total costs for 2 years.
Phase III. The objective of Phase III, where appropriate, is for the small business to pursue commercialization objectives resulting from the Phase I/II R/R&D activities. The SBIR program does not fund Phase III. Some Federal agencies, Phase III may involve follow-on non-SBIR funded R&D or production contracts for products, processes or services intended for use by the U.S. Government
