Phase 1: Household Hazardous Waste Removal

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has been assigned
by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) to survey,
remove, and dispose of hazardous waste from properties affected by
the wildfires in Lahaina and Kula on Maui.

Visiting your property?

EPA’s Household Hazardous Waste work is Phase 1 of the overall
federal cleanup response. Phase 2 will be debris removal and
completed by an agency to be determined.

This work is free to residents.
Properties should follow health

EPA will remove everyday products like: guidance from the Hawai‘i DOH for
v' paints, your protection.
v' cleaners, Ash and debris can contain potentially
v solvents, harmful contaminants like asbestos,
v oils, lead and arsenic that can be inahled or
v' batteries, and enter the environment with wind.
v pesticides/herbicides. tinyurl.com/DOHsafety

EPA will also remove asbestos and inspect pressurized fuel cylinders (like propane tanks).
e After a fire, these products require special handling, especially if their containers are
damaged.
e EPA field teams will also remove items thought to have asbestos if they are easy to
identify, but the property will not be fully cleared until Phase 2.

1. An EPA team will first survey your property for work
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3. After the second team finishes, a sign will be placed on

your property (see example sign to the right).
Ash and other materials remain a health hazard.

e [f the conditions on your property are not safe enough
for EPA teams to enter, removing Household
Hazardous Waste will be held until Phase 2.
